Climate is a weather a certain place has over a long period of time. Climate has a very
important influence on plants, animals and humans and is different in different parts of the
world.

But recently the climate has changed a lot, especially in Europe. Scientists think that the
reason is the greenhouse effect. It is caused by carbon dioxide. Carbon dioxide is produced




when we burn things. Also people and animals breathe in oxygen and breathe out carbon
dioxide. As you know, trees take this gas from air and produce oxygen. But in the last few
years people have cut down and burnt big areas of rainforest. This means that there are
fewer trees and more carbon dioxide.

This gas in the atmosphere works like glass in a greenhouse. It lets heat get in, but it doesn’t
let much heat get out. Thus, the atmosphere becomes warmer.

From his childhood, Leonardo was a brilliant painter. He took painting very seriously and
studied it regularly. He even created his own paints to be used for his pictures.




By the age of 25, Leonardo had started his own workshop and had become a famous painter.

His remarks and inventions were recorded in
13,000 pages of notes and drawings. Leonardo also never published any of his notes and
drawings. He simply kept personal diaries in which he recorded them.

Leonardo da Vinci wrote most of his notes from right to left. The result of this writing was a

mirror script, which was not easy to read. Maybe it was due to the fact that he wanted to keep
his writing secret. According to his pupils, Leonardo da Vinci could write with one hand and

draw with the other at the same time.

Another interesting fact about Leonardo da Vinci was that he was a strict vegetarian! This
was an unusual thing for a person who lived in the Middle Ages. Leonardo did this not for
any health reasons but because he loved animals and was against killing animals for food. He
was also against keeping animals in cages. He used to buy caged animals and birds and set
them free.

Dairy
inspectors ensure that dairy farms comply with government standards related to facility
sanitation and herd health. This job falls under the more general category of agricultural
inspector. The job generally requires the ability to perform the following duties and
responsibilities: inspect dairy farms to ensure that they adhere to various regulatory and food
safety requirements; collect samples and take them to the lab for testing; issue licenses to
milk producers; document violations and issue fines; give recommendations to facility
managers to improve biosecurity and reduce the incidence of disease; compile
comprehensive reports that detail the conditions at dairy facilities. Inspectors are usually
assigned to a specific territory and conduct unannounced inspections of each farm every six




months. Dairy inspectors review the entire facility during the course of their visit. They
check the cleanliness of the milking parlour equipment, examine the health of the dairy herd,
and collect milk and water samples for evaluation. After passing the exam, the inspector can
be licensed to perform regulatory duties in their state. To be successful in this role, you’ll
generally need the following skills and qualities: interpersonal skills (inspections require
positive interactions with owners and staff at dairy farms), communication skills (dairy
inspectors must be able to discuss any issues that arise during their inspections with the
owners of the dairy farms they’re inspecting and be able to write about them effectively in
reports), and attention to detail (inspectors must be able to notice even the smallest violations
of rules and regulations during their inspections). Work as a dairy inspector usually requires
extensive travel. Candidates must be willing to travel throughout their designated territory to
investigate many dairy facilities. They also must be comfortable with being around cows and
other farm animals. Making a conclusion, | can say that qualified candidates with a
combination of education and hands-on experience have the best prospects in this field. I'm
sure that my dream of a good career will soon come true.
